Officially the Togolese Republic, is a 
country in West Africa bordered 
by Ghana to the west, Benin to the east 
and Burkina Faso to the north. 
The sovereign state extends south to 
the Gulf of Guinea, where 
its capital Lomé is located. Togo covers 
57,000 square kilometres (22,008 
square miles), making it one of the 
smallest countries in Africa, with a pop-
ulation of approximately 7.6 million. The 
name Togo is translated from the Ewe 
language as “Land 
Where 
lagoons 
lie”.

The Togolese Republic was proclaimed 
on 27 April 1960. 
Togo is a tropical, sub-Saharan nation, 
whose economy depends highly 
on agriculture, with a climate that pro-
vides good growing seasons. There are 
also reserves 
of limestone, marble and salt. 
According to a 2012 US government 
religious freedoms report, in 2004 the 
University of Lomé estimated that 33% 
of the population are traditional ani-
mists, 28% are Roman Catholic, 14% 

are Sunni Muslim, 
10% are Protestant 
and another 10% 
belonged to other 
Christian denomi-
nations. The re-
maining 5% were 
reported to include 
persons not affiliat-
ed with any reli-
gious group. The 
report also noted 
that many Chris-
tians and Muslims 
continue to perform 

indigenous religious practices. 
 
 
Officially the Republic of Sierra Sierra 
Leone is a country on the southwest 
coast of West Africa. It has a tropical 

climate, with a diverse environment 
ranging from savanna to rainforests. 
The country has a total area of 
71,740 km

2
 (27,699 sq mi) and a 

population of 7,075,641 as of the 
2015 census. Sierra Leone is a con-
stitutional republic with a directly 
elected president and 
a unicameral legislature. The coun-
try's capital and largest city 
is Freetown. Sierra Leone became 
independent from the United King-
dom on 27 April 1961. 
Sierra Leone is a Muslim-majority 
country with about 78% of the popu-
lation

regarded as one of the most religious-
ly tolerant states in the world. Mus-
lims and Christians collaborate and 
interact with each other very peaceful-
ly, and religious violence is very rare. 
The major Christian and Muslim holi-
days are officially public holidays in 
the country, Christmas, Easter, Eid al-
Fitr and Eid al-Adha.  
Sierra Leone has relied on mining, 

especially diamonds, 
for its economic 
base. It is also 
among the largest 
producers 

of titanium and bauxite, it is a major 
producer of gold, and has one of the 
world's largest deposits of rutile. Sier-
ra Leone is home to the third-largest 
natural harbour in the world. Despite 
this natural wealth, 53% of its popula-
tion lived in poverty in 2011.

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Zimbabwe is officially called the Republic 
of Zimbabwe. It  is a country located 
in southern Africa, between 
the Zambezi and Limpopo Rivers, bor-
dered by South Afri-
ca, Botswana, Zambia and Mozambique. 
The capital and largest city is Harare. A 
country of roughly 16 million people, Zim-
babwe has 16 official lan-
guages, with English, Shona, 
and Ndebele the most commonly used. 
Zimbabwe" derives from dzimba-dza-
mabwe, translated from the Karanga dia-
lect of Shona as "houses of stones. 
Zimbabwe gained independence in April

of Nations, from which it was suspended 
in 2002 for breaches of international law 
by its then-government, and from which it 
withdrew in December 2003. 
The sovereign state is a member of 
the United Nations, 
the Southern African 
Development Com-
munity (SADC), 
the African Un-
ion (AU), and 
the Common Market 
for Eastern and 
Southern Afri-
ca (COMESA). It was 
once known as the 
"Jewel of Africa" for 
its prosperity under 
the for-

mer Rhodesian administration. 
Religion in Zimbabweós 2012 estimate of 
religious identity in Zimbabwe is: 
Christianity (including syncretic forms): 
85%, (Apostolic 33%, Pentecostal 17%, 
Protestant 16%, Roman Catholic 10%, 
Other Christian 8%) 

African traditional religions: 3%, Is-
lam and Other religions: less than 
1%, non-religious: 12%. 
Zimbabwe's commercial farming 
sector was traditionally a source of 
exports and foreign exchange, and 
provided 400,000 jobs. However, the 
government's land reform program 
badly damaged the sector, turning 
Zimbabwe into a net importer of food 
products. 
 
 
 

Officially the Republic of South Af-
rica (RSA), is the southernmost 
country in Africa.The name "South 
Africa" is derived from the country's 
geographic location at the southern 
tip of Africa. It is bounded to the 
south by 2,798 kilometres (1,739 mi) 
of coastline of Southern Afri-
ca stretching along the South Atlan-
tic and Indian Oceans; to the north 
by the neighbouring

countries of Namibia, Botswana,

South Africa 
is the largest country in Southern 
Africa and the 25th-largest country in 
the world by land area and has 
over 57 million people. About 80 
percent of South Africans are of Sub
-Saharan African ancestry, divided 
among a variety of ethnic 
groups speaking different African 
languages, nine of which have offi-

cial status. The remaining population con-
sists of Africa's largest communities 
of European White), Asian (Indian), 
and multiracial (Colored) ancestry.
